are Resurrection people.

The Great Fifty Days of Easter
is our time to celebrate. During the
forty days of Lent the focus is on
the limits of this life. Now, as Moth-
er Nature bursts into leaf and blos-
som, our focus is on the new life
we have in the risen Christ, THE
Good News.

Humanly, we are comfortable
with our limits, and quick to point
them out in others. The Resurrec-
tion calls us beyond those limits
into the fuller life marked by forgive-
ness and love. Easy? Not at all. After
two thousand years we are still
learning how to show this love in
our lives.

In his Easter sermon, Archbishop
Rowan Williams notes that the
Resurrection makes two demands
on us. “First, that we must acknowl-
edge our own share in what the
cross is and what it represents: ...
where the innocent are scapegoat-
ed and killed and where we are all
unwilling ... Secondly, we must
learn to trust that love and justice
are not defeated by our own fail-
ure; that God has provided from
his own strength and resourceful-
ness a way to freedom. ... The
Resurrec-tion is manifesting to the
world of the triumph of love that
uses no coercion or manipulation
but is simply itself —an indestructi-
ble love.”

He continues, “The human con-
dition is more serious and more ter-
ribly damaged than anyone wants
to hear; but the resource of God's

self-emptying love is greater than
we have words to express.” ( For
the full sermon go to the web:

This love overcomes our human
limits. The Resurrection shows how
death, the seemingly ultimate limit,
cannot hold God's hand. This love
brings a new reality. Startling? Oh,
yes. We are comfortable in this love
because we have heard this all our
lives, and seek to live our lives in its
light. The Resurrection calls us to
see how God has acted for all peo-
ple, in all places, in all times, loved
equally.

Rather than dwelling on those
seeming differences of our charac-
ter, we are called to establish a new
unity in the many traits of our com-
mon humanity. Likewise, we are
called to live a life that does not ex-
haust the earth's resources, but to
live in harmony with God's creation.

More importantly, the Resurrec-
tion calls us into unity with God. On
Ascension Day, we celebrate that
unity, as the risen Christ moves
from being in one place at one
time, to be in all places at all times.

On Pentecost, we celebrate how
we understand, and have the
power to share in, that unity,
through the Holy Spirit. Two thou-
sand years have not dimmed the
power and significance of these
events. It is our joy to celebrate in
God's love.

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Liturgical colors 101: A quick look

Church vestments change color
through the seasons of the liturgi-
cal year to underline the meaning
of each season. Although early
Christians favored white ( signify-
ing the new life of the baptized)
throughout the year, other colors
soon came into use. The color
scheme became more or less
fixed in 16th-century Rome, and
that is the program most Episco-
pal churches follow, sometimes
mixed with colors from the usage
of medieval Sarum or Salisbury.
¢ White or gold, usually with mul-
ticolor banding, is used for the
great festivals of Christmas and
Easter, as well as for major
saints’ days, weddings and
funerals. It signifies the resur-
rected life in Christ.
¢ Green is used for the season
after Epiphany Sunday and after
Pentecost. It is the color of
growth and life.
¢ Purple is used for the two peni-
tential seasons of Lent and
Advent. In ancient times the
color purple was reserved for
nobility because it was so hard
to make and expensive. ltis
worn during these seasons to
remind us how far we are from
the Lord of all Creation. During
Lent it also reminds us of the
mocking kingly robe the soldiers
put on Jesus during his trial.
¢ Lenten array—not a color but a
color scheme of unbleached
linen marked with oxblood red
crosses—is often used either for
the second part of Lent or for the
entire Lenten season.

¢ Blue is used in some churches
for Advent instead of purple. It
honors Mary, the mother of
Jesus and servant of God.

*Rose is used in some churches
for Advent lll (the Sunday when
the Annunciation to Mary is read)
and Lent IV ( Laetare or Refresh-

ment Sunday), when the lessons
anticipate the joy of Easter.

¢ Red is used for Holy Week, the
commemoration of martyrs, the
Day of Pentecost, and ordina-
tions. It signifies both the Holy
Spirit and the blood of martyrs.

The regular monthly meeting of the
Vestry was called to order at 7: 04
p-m. by A Hector and began with
prayer. Members present: Jan John-
son, Sr. Warden; Fred Bowden, Jr.
Warden; Joan Faull; Carolyn Hunt;
Bob Oberhauser; Mark Prouty;
Susanne Southwood, Clerk. Absent:
Brent Bowvers; Sara Hector, treasurer.
Motion by Jan, seconded by Fred, to
approve the Minutes of the February
15, 2010, meeting. Motion passed.

Reports

¢ Treasurer’s Report: As of March
7, 2010, total income for the year
was $11,312.55, expenses
$18,012.68 (including the Ivey
bequest ), leaving a balance in the
bank of $12,117.02. Motion to
approve by Jan, second by Joan.
Motion passed. Sara asked for
action on two checks that have
not cleared: #5547, 9/28/2008,
$125, to Danny Proud ( Cornish
singers offering); and #5679,
9/27/2009, $90, American Imaging
Supplies ( service call). Motion by
Jan, second by Fred, to contact
these parties before we stop pay-
ment on the checks. Motion
passed.

e Audit: Sara has sent our 2009
materials to the Diocesan Audit
Committee.

¢ Parochial Report: Motion by
Fred, second by Joan, to accept
the Parochial Report. Motion
passed.

Old Business
¢ Canon Pfaff Letter: Fr. Hector
presented a letter from Canon

Pfaff concerning the unpaid bal-
ance of our assessment from
2006: $5,422. In the letter he sug-
gests that we could cover this
from the “Elsie Brennan” fund
now held by the West Convoca-
tion. Motion by Mark, second by
Susanne, to petition the West
Convocation, meeting April 17, to
grant us some or all of this
amount. Motion passed. We
agreed that we will resolve this
matter at our April meeting.

¢ Vestry Workshop: We decided
we did not need to reschedule the
planned Vestry Workshop.

New Business

¢ Endowment Sunday: Because
Easter falls on the first Sunday of
April, we agreed that the sched-
uled quarterly endowment collec-
tion would be taken up on the
second Sunday instead.

¢ Tower Doors: The varnish on
both the south (McNeill) and west
tower doors needs to be
renewed. We will ask the McNEeill
family if they are willing to contin-
ue their care; otherwise, we wiill
ask Brad Wells for a quote.

¢ Music: We discussed our hymn
music. Jan said that she had three
complaints about "Victorian"
music. She presented a list of dif-
ferent musical styles prepared by
Dorothy Prouty, organist. Fr.
Hector asked to be told of any
likes or dislikes. All agreed that
music is one of the key elements
of a beautiful service.

¢ Hymn Workshop: Mark Prouty
presented Dorothy Prouty’s sug-
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gestions for a workshop on July
24 or 31, two sessions, followed
by a “hymn sing” for the public. It
would be presented for piano and
organ students, as well as singers,
in hopes that this would introduce
some students to the organ, and
provide some instruction on how
to lead a choir. Motion by Joan,
second by Carolyn, to accept
Dorothy’s proposal, leaving the
date up to her. Motion passed,
with our enthusiastic backing.

¢ Vestry News: Mark Prouty
advised us that he has accepted a
new position in Milton, WI, and
will start in two weeks. He plans
to return to Mineral Point on
weekends, but it is unlikely he will
be able to attend future Vestry
meetings. The Vestry extended its
best wishes to Mark and Dorothy.

On Endowments: A few words from our Senior Warden

On April 12, a copy of Trinity's endowment program folder was included in the
bulletin. Its appearance reminds us that we have designated the first Sunday in
each quarter as an Endowment Sunday. On that day the plate offering will be
added to endowment funds. Small amounts regularly given or larger amounts
now and then all add up to compounded gains over time. The rule of thumb is
that invested funds will double in 15 years when left to compound. Unlike an
individual, Trinity has the advantage of time. The church is saving for coming
generations and can be patient.

Our endowment program got off to a strong start with the Ivey bequest. A
large gift like theirs encourages everyone. Thankfully, we don't have any large
looming expenses to soak up resources. Our buildings are probably good for
another fifty years with reasonable maintenance. There will be work needed on
the Rectory roof one of these years but not for a while yet. Fr. Bob and Barbara
are in good health and continue to give us more TLC than we expected. We are
living within our means and will soon be clear of our carryover assessment to
the diocese. Without the worry of financial distress we can focus our attention
elsewhere. Thanks be to God. —dJan Johnson
