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Alleluia. Christ is risen.
The Lord is risen indeed. Alleluia.

IS ancient shout will greet us

each Sunday as we celebrate the
Great Fifty Days of Easter. All too
often the joy is subtle. All too often
we forget the lessons of Lent. All too
often our Easter joy is eclipsed by
the workaday world. Our ancient
shout calls us to pay attention to the
central event of our faith.

Lent calls us to pay attention to
the limits of this life, as we seek
God's care in meeting those limits,
whatever it is that blocks, or draws
us, from God.

Easter calls us to practice the full-
ness of God's love, free from those
limits. On Easter Sunday, | said that,
all too often, we are quick to project
our human limits on God, declaring
with great certainty what God will or
will not accept, or, likewise, what
God wiill or will not do.

The Resurrection of Jesus from
the dead tells us that our human lim-
its have no bearing whatsoever on
God'’s actions. As always, the initia-
tive is God's. We are called to
respond. Perhaps we accept the
Resurrection because we have been
told this all our lives. “Jesus lives.”

Equally, there must come a time
when this assertion is tested against
our own awareness of reality. Poor
“doubting Thomas” is our example.
He is also our example of the awak-
ening of faith when we encounter
the divine. (John 20: 24-29) Equally,
we have the record of the Ascen-
sion, when we are told that some
present refused to believe their eyes.

(Matthew 28: 17b) This must be, or
else the church would be some sort
of Orwellian “group think,” blind to
reality.

There is no more lasting or satis-
fying joy than the experience of the
risen Christ. We practice this joy with
each prayer. We practice this joy
with each Eucharist. Perhaps a sin-
gular awareness will arise, making
Christ’s presence vivid in our lives.
Sometimes it is found in great
events. Most likely it is found in per-
sonal moments, such as Mary's
experience on the morning of the
Resurrection, when Jesus called her
by name. (John20: 16) She hurried
off to tell the other disciples. Likely,
we do not speak up so quickly, but
the experience is just as vivid.

In these Great Fifty Days, let us
practice the joy of the Risen Christ in
our lives.

Two personal notes: 1) On
Easter, along with a church full of
other people, our youngest son,
Paul, and his wife, Macy, were at
Trinity, on his birthday. A special
time with many memories of the
last 27 years.

2) Our oldest, Andrew, and his
family, have moved to a rental
home in Red Hill, Penn., while they
look for a house. On Easter they
were at the Church of the Holy Spirit,
Harleysville, which just gained parish
status. We've been spoiled by hav-
ing them two hours away. Now it's
an 18-hour trip to visit.

Holy women, holy men

Approved at the 2009 General Assembly, the following new commemorations on the Episcopal
Church calendar have been added for May.

May 7 —Harriet Starr Cannon, Reli-
gious, 1896. Born in 1821, she
became a sister of the Holy Com-
munion in 1851 and served as a
nurse in New York City. But she
longed for a more traditional mon-
astic life, and formed a new order
in 1865, the Community of St.
Mary. The order developed girls’
schools, orphanages, and hospitals
in New York, Tennessee, and Wis-
consin, playing a critical role in
response to the yellow fever epi-
demic in Memphis in the 1870s.

May 10—Nicolaus Ludwig von Zin-
zendorf, Prophetic Witness, 1760.
A Count of the Holy Roman Em-
pire, he was more interested in reli-
gious matters than in affairs of the
court, and developed his own “the-
ology of the heart.” “All of life be-
comes a liturgy,” he said, and even
the most mundane task can be an
act of worship. He became a bish-
op in the Moravian Church and
was an early advocate of ecumen-
ism; in America he attempted to
bring Protestant denominations
together in the “Pennsylvania
Synods.”

May 13—Frances Perkins, Public
Servant and Prophetic Witness,
1965. She was the first woman to
serve in the U.S. cabinet, being
appointed by President Franklin
Roosevelt as Secretary of Labor, a
post she held for twelve years and
in which she played a major role in
shaping the “New Deal.” She was
received into the Episcopal Church
and was confirmed at the Church of
the Holy Spirit in Lake Forest, lllinois,
in 1905, and was a lifelong advo-
cate of social justice and of the mis-
sion of the Episcopal Church.

May 16 —The Martyrs of the
Sudan. Since independence from
Britain in 1956 the Sudan has expe-
rienced fifty-five years of civil war.
On May 16, 1983, a small number
of Episcopal and Roman Catholic
clerical and lay leaders declared they
“would not abandon God as they
knew him.” Possibly more than two
million people, most of them Chris-
tians, wvere then killed in a two-
decade civil war, until a Comprehen-
sive Peace Treaty was signed in
January 2005. Despite the total
destruction of churches, schools,
and other institutions, Sudanese
Christianity, which includes four mil-
lion members of the Episcopal
Church of the Sudan, has both
solidified as a faith community and
gradually expanded at home and
among refugees.

May 17-William Hobart Hart, 1909.
A missionary bishop to the Nibrara
Territory and later the first bishop of
South Dakota, he is often described
as “The Apostle to the Sioux.” Well
ahead of his time in his ideas about
mission work, he believed it was
important to honor as much of the
tradition and culture of the people
as possible, and instead of sup-
pressing the customs of the people,
he saw them as vessels that could
communicate God’s grace.

May 17 —Thurgood Marshall, Law-
yer and Jurist, 1993. The first
African-American to become an
Associate Justice of the U.S.
Supreme Court, his crowning
achievement as a lawyer was argu-
ing successfully for the plaintiffs in
Brown v. Board of Education of
Topeka in 1954, resulting in the
Supreme Court ruling that the “sep-

arate but equal” doctrine was un-
constitutional. Named to the
Supreme Court in 1967 by Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson, he was a
strong advocate for individual free-
doms and human rights, and
adamantly believed that capital pun-
ishment was unconstitutional and
should be abolished. In Washington,
he and his family were members of
St. Augustine’s Episcopal Church,
where he was affectionately known
as “The Judge.” He is remembered
as “a wise and godly man who
knew his place and role in history
and obeyed God's call to follow jus-
tice wherever it led.”

May 21—John Eliot, Missionary
among the Algonquin, 1690. “The
Apostle to the Indians” was born in
England, but when his noncoformist
beliefs brought him into conflict with
the established church, he emigrat-
ed to New England in 1631. He
was responsible for a monumental
translation of the English Bible into
the Algonquin language, which was
finally completed in 1663. He also
wrote a grammar of the Algonquin
language, and his work was vital to
the studies of linguists after him
who were interested in Native
American languages.

May 23 —Nicolaus Copemicus and
Johannes Kepler, Astronomers, 1543.
Copemicus’ argument that the sun,
rather than the earth, was the center
of the universe was developed fully in
his 1545 opus De Revolutionibus
Orbium Caelestium. Athrough religious
debate was at first muted, it intensified
when his thought was further devel
oped by Galileo, and the book was

1. Treasurer’s report. As of March

es were $9,235.93, and balance
on hand in the checkbook was
$10,646.97. Jan moved to accept
the report, Joan seconded. Motion
passed.

2. Parochial report. The report is
complete and is on Fr. Hector’s
desk. He will bring it to next
month’s meeting.

Old Business

1. Change in Lenten study. Fr. Hec-
tor reported that he has bought the
videos and study guide for Marcus
Borg's Embracing an Adult Faith
and we wiill be using it on Wednes-
day evenings for the rest of Lent
instead of the Simply Christian
series by Bishop N. T. Wright that
was originally scheduled.

2. Lessons and Carols. Fred asked
that we decide whether or not to
cover up the tables containing left-
over sale items from the Gift Fair
(to be held the previous day) during
our reception following Lessons
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and Carols on December 4.
Discussion followed: Susanne felt
it was inhospitable and would
make people feel they had to buy
something; other Vestry members,
however, saw no problem, and the
decision was made to leave the
sale items out.

New Business

1. Marj Roberts’ interment. Vestry
consent to interments in the col-
umbarium being required, Claire
presented a motion to permit Marj
Roberts’ interment, second by
Fred. Motion passed.

2. Columbarium. Jan noted that
we have previously discussed
ways to make known to the com-
munity that we have a columbari-
um. Discussion followed; a sub-
committee consisting of Claire,
Fred, and Joan will draft a proposal
for rules, regulations, rates, and the
like and will present it at the next
Vestry meeting.

3. Ted Landon. Motion by Susanne
to give Ted Landon a plot in the col-
umbarium in consideration of his
drawing the plans for the columbari-
um, second by Jan. Motion passed.

She also presented an ad for our
Easter services, but didn't know
what it would cost to run. Motion by
Jan, second by Fred to run both ads
(organist ad will run for two weeks
starting the week of March 21;
Easter ad will run for two weeks
starting the week of April 10).
Motion passed. We also briefly dis-
cussed Fallon-McElligott ads, avail-
able for purchase, and decided to dis-
cuss them during our Vestry retreat.
7. Purse for Kathy Madigan. We
agreed that Fr. Hector will announce
at church on March 20 that we are
creating a purse to help Kathy defray
expenses from her recent illness, and
it will be collected on March 27.

8. Vestry retreat. \We determined
that the retreat will be from 9:00
a.m. until noon on April 30. Fr. Hec-
tor will try to find an outside facilita-
tor.

Motion
passed. Meeting adjourned at 6:15
p.m. The next Vestry meeting will
be in the church undercroft at 5:00
p.m.

4)
placed on the Index of Prohibited
Books, although Copemicus had origi-
nally dedicated his work to the Pope
and saw no conflict between his theo-
ry and the authority of Scripture. Kep-
ler was among those chiefly responsi-
ble for solidifying Copemicus’ theories;
like Copernicus he saw no conflict
between his astronomical views and
the account of God in the Scriptures.
The two men laid the groundwork
for modern astronomy, and both,
through their life’s work, testified
to the extraordinary presence of
God in creation.

May 27 —Bertha and Ethelbert,
Queen and King of Kent, 616. Said
by the Venerable Bede to be a fair
ruler and the first English king to
promulgate a code of law, Ethelbert
married a Christian princess, Bertha,
and promised her father she could
practice her faith, although he himself
was not a Christian. When St. Au-
gustine arrived in 597, Ethelbert was
at first unconvinced of the truth of
the Gos-pel, but was baptized the fol-
lowing Pentecost, becoming the first
Christian English king. He helped the
missionaries and founded churches
and cathedrals throughout southern
England, including Canterbury Cathe-
dral, but never coerced his people
into conversion. Bertha's kind and
charitable nature and Ethelbert’s
respect for law and the dignity of
individual conscience represent, to
this day, some of the best of the
English Christian spirit.

May 28-John Calvin, Theologian,
1564. The premier theologian and
leader of the Reformed wing of the
Protestant Reformation, he was
reared in a devout Roman Catholic
family but underwent a conversion
experience around 1534, left the
Roman Church, and devoted the rest
of his life to the evangelical cause of

the Protestant Reformation. Standard
themes in Reformed theology—the
sovereignty of God, election and pre-
destination, the true nature of the
Christian life, and the proper under-
standing of the authority of Scripture
—even now bear strong Calvinist
qualities. His theocratic principles of
public life led to the creation of hospi-
tals, care for the poor, orphans, wid-
ows, and the infirm, provisions for
better sanitation, and the creation of
new industries to employ the people.

May 30—Joan of Arc, Mystic and

Soldier, 1431. Called the “Maid of
Orleans,” she convinced King Charles
VIl that Ss. Michael and Catherine
were calling her to save France from
civil war, and eventually led an expe-
dition to Orleans. She was captured
and sold to the English, tried on
charges of witchcraft, and forced to
recant. Later that year she was tried
and convicted as a relapsed heretic
and bumt at the stake. She was can-
onized in 1920 by Pope Benedict
XV, and is a patron saint of France.
